Joel 1:1-12

May 9, 2010 

 

I. Comparison of two men and of their spiritual impact on their children 

A. “What is the primary force which molds individual lives and determines 

what individuals will accomplish?” 

1. Parents are the molding influence in the life of their children. 

2. Passing the torch of Christian faith to children is parental 

responsibility. 

B. Joel text - background 

1. The locust plague reveals God’s power in judgment and remind of 

the necessity of faith and faithfulness to God. 

2. “Tell it to your children, and let your children tell it to their children, 

and their children to the next generation.” (Joel 1:3) 

 

II. How is the torch of Christian faith passed? 

A. Parents must rest first in Christ.
